Q: What is winter injury on 
plants? 
 
Southeast Michigan has had a particu-
larly harsh winter this year.  Here are 
some things you can expect this 
spring: 
 
A:  
Plant tissue: damage to the cambium 
layer and buds, which is caused by 
prolonged freezing temperatures.  
     
Evergreens: Winter desiccation on 
conifers and broad leaf evergreen 
leaves, which are dehydrated by 
winds and frozen root systems. 
       
Salt injury: arising from exposure to 
de-icing products. 
       
Frost: cracks in the stems of thin 
barked trees like Maples occurs when 
the sap freezes and expands then 
splits the bark. 
       
Snow / ice loads: can cause limbs to 
break. 
 
Animals: Damage caused by deer, and 
rabbit browsing and feeding.
